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the boat before his line inexplicably 
parted while I was lucky enough to 
land a big Spaniard close on 20kg 
that produced some sizzling runs 
before the penny dropped. A school 
of sharks almost butchered it before 
we were lucky enough to haul it on 
board. With the amount of whaler 
sharks lurking about there was always 
some urgency in landing fish. 

It was almost a total glass off the 
following morning. Fishing with Gary 
Lilley - the convivial Irishman - who 
had quickly become known for his 
propensity at downing two beers at a 
time in every shout, started off well 
on the Spaniards, despite suffering 
from his previous evening’s over-
indulgence. One Spaniard entertained 
us with a jump 30ft in the air (see 

the images as it is about to re-enter 
the water) that took a shine to a deep 
diving X-Rap. 

Back inside the channel, fusiliers 
could be seen on reef points and 
around prominent bommies, while 
shark mackerel relentlessly carved 
through them (see free jumping 
images). In an unbelievable 2 hour 
session the whole reef came alive 
with activity as described at the 
commencement of this article. The 
conditions were ideally suited to 
poppers, with the audible blooping 
sound and turbulent wake drawing 
the attention of any fish within a 
couple of hundred metre radius. 

It seemed that with the smaller, 
neap tides, fish were prepared to 
cruise about in the benign current 

rather than hunker down behind a 
bommie to save on energy during 
strong flow periods. Having said 
that, when the current slowed to a 
trickle the bite quickly tapered off. 
The old adage of ‘no run, no fun’ was 
apt but also needed to be tempered 
by ‘too much run, no fun’. It was 
also interesting to note that certain 
coloured poppers worked much better 
than others. Gary’s black and brown 
Roosta easily out performed flouro 
coloured ones of the same make 
while Papaya Bob’s black and silver 
Mini Pop was awesome. Perhaps 
in the clear flat conditions the dark 
colours stood out better?

Drifting along a channel edge 
and casting into the coral shallows 
produced a non-stop stream of
